	Link fencing and 3ft gates create a boundary deterrent.  The gates are locked with a combination 
  Some written guidance supplied on names and id of some known poisonous plants.

Handwashing facility available
There is a path around area which is also suitable for wheelchair access.   

Wooden steps to a wooden platform for safe access to the water for pond dipping with nets.
Path, steps & wooden fence surrounding the pond to protect from accidental entry into the water.
Suitable footwear would be trainers or wellies.

Wooden rail surrounding pond water

Dipping only to be done from the platform
Children encouraged to only use nets when collecting specimens from the water

Access to pond dipping for wheel chair users is from the level area/ path located on the field side of the pond.

The pond is approx. 4 to 5ft deep depending on rain fall.
Use the rescue ring and line sited on the post by the gate if any person, adult or child should accidentally enter the water.

	Restricted access, working in small groups. Specific tasks and age appropriate. Adult supervision

Vigilance by adults.  Children must be informed not to pick or eat plants, and not to lick their hands

Hand washing essential.

Adults are to assess the quantity of children in the nature area.  

We recommend no more than 6 children at a time for pond dipping activity on the platform
Remind participants to Walk and not to run 

Verbal reminder to children of dangers of water

Visiting parties should have a member of their team with a current first response qualification

Adults should be aware of known British Isles water born diseases. eg. Weil's Disease (Leptospirosis)
Knowledge of local A&E, Minor injuries Unit or health Centre
