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Trim Trail Risk Assessment — Herlfordshire Guide Centre

Description: Trim trail equipment is used to create an exciting outdoor frail of activities for children and adults to walk, climb, and
more, to get along the frail to the other side. It presents a fun challenge for children, giving them an opportunity to get active,
build relationships, work on team building skills, and learn more about the world around them. The Trim Trail at Hertfordshire Guide
Centre is classed as Children’s Play Equipment and can be used when at least 1 adult is actively supervising/assisting with the
usage of the equipment.

Intended outcomes: Enjoyment, community, fitness, and fun.

Leaders are responsible for reviewing and amending the risk assessment with considerations for their unit. It is recommended that
this be completed during a site visit and subsequently shared with the leadership Team.

Please note: This equipment is not suitable to be safely used by pre-school children.
